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Since the emergence of new public health threats such as SARS (2003), MERS (2012), Ebola (2014) and the H1N1 scare of 1999 which, despite all the hype, killed fewer people than usually die of seasonal influenza, apathy about pandemic influenza has grown. This webinar will bring the participant up-to-date with the current pandemic influenza threats and the state of the art in antiviral and vaccine development and dispensing.
