GUIDELINES FOR PROJECTS
Description:
The Utah Division of Emergency Management is providing additional Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) funding in 2014.  This funding is in addition to the traditional EMPG program and is intended to encourage counties, cities, tribes, and public institutions of higher education to submit proposals for “special projects”.  Applicants must be participating in the FY 2014 Emergency Management Performance Grant to be considered for this supplemental program.  Funding will be awarded on a competitive basis with a maximum award of $10,000 (federal share) per jurisdiction. 
Applications due by Friday, September 5, 2014

What Will Be Required:
· Applicant must participate in the FY 2014 Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG).
· Maximum request should not exceed $10,000 (federal share)
· A completed application submitted by Friday, September 5, 2014 deadline (faxes will not be accepted)
· A required 50/50 local cost share (meaning for every $1 of federal funds, the local applicant must match the project with $1 of local funds, either an eligible cash or in-kind match).  Project applications with insufficient matching funds will be disqualified.

· Review progress with regional liaison quarterly.
· Quarterly Progress reports to be submitted. 
· 1st Quarter – Due January 20, 2015 
· (October – December 31, 2014)
· 2nd Quarter – Due April 20, 2015 
· (January 1, 2015 – March 31, 2015)
· 3rd Quarter – Due July 30, 2015 
· (April 1, 2015 – June 30, 2015)

Focus Areas:  The proposed project must address the National Preparedness Goal, and identify which Mission and Core Capabilities it fulfills. (www.fema.gov/national-preparedness-goal)   The following are priorities for FY14 projects:
· Capability Sustainment (IMTs, Urban Search and Rescue, Strike Teams, etc.)
· Outreach for sustainment and strengthening of volunteer organizations
· Strengthen Planning
· Increase Public Awareness and Citizen Preparedness Capabilities i.e. Be Ready Utah
· Exercises with emphasis on “Whole Community” involvement
· Equipment that can be tied into an existing capability 
· Other (Must be eligible under FEMA guidelines for the EMPG)
NEW this year is the opportunity to submit more than one project per jurisdiction. Once the first cycle of review has occurred, it will be determined if there is sufficient funding available for secondary projects.  Please identify within your application whether the documents being submitted are primary or secondary project proposals. 

Counties, cities, tribes, and institutions of higher education will be competing against each other for this grant funding.  Not all applications will be funded or receive full funding.  Applications will be reviewed and scored by a peer review panel based on quality, content, and thoroughness.
