Fundamentals of Grants Management L-705

[bookmark: _GoBack]Description: FEMA's Grant Programs Directorate will conduct the L705 Fundamentals of Grants Management course for FEMA Region VIII Direct Recipients and Subrecipients that currently receive FEMA Federal financial assistance. This course, part of the Grants Management Technical Assistance (GMTA) Program, is designed to enhance the recipient's ability to administer and manage their federal financial assistance award. The course content reviews high-level grant management principles with the understanding that processes may differ from program to program. Recipients should review the Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) for specific details regarding their award.
Upon completion of the course, participants will be able to improve collaboration between policy, program, and financial staff; integrate grant management functions; address grant management priorities, staff training, monitoring, reporting, and audits; and develop or revise policies, procedures and practices in critical areas of grants management. Other benefits include:
· FEMA staff will review policy, programmatic and financial regulations and requirements.
· FEMA staff are on-site to respond to questions in small groups
· Networking between direct recipients and  sub-recipients to learn best practices
This course is provided in partnership with the National Emergency Management Training Center (NETC)/Emergency Management CEU’s.
Target Audience: This course is for FEMA Region VIII Direct Recipients and Sub-recipients currently receiving FEMA Federal financial assistance. Organizations are strongly encouraged to attend as teams comprised of policy, program and financial grants management staff. Please check with your Program Analyst/Manager to see if travel costs for this training are part of your Management and Administration costs.
