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This presentation will provide an overview and lessons learned from a unique year of EOC activations ranging from an event of national significance for the May 3, 2015 terrorist shooting, historical presidentially declared flooding event on May 29, 2015 and an EF-4 tornado the day after Christmas for Garland, Texas.
